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Purpose and expected outcome of support

The purpose of the support is to grant one-off non-repayable aid to small enterprises for
partial compensation of the crisis damage resulting from the outbreak of COVID-19.

The expected outcome of the grant of the support is the sustainability of small enterprises in
the provision of products and services after the end of the COVID-19 pandemic.

The guidelines for the implementation of the support measures arise from the general terms

and conditions of the Government of the Republic (General terms and conditions of support measures
for mitigation of the impact of the crisis related to the spread of the coronavirus that causes the COVID-19

disease and the resulting state of emergency), which will enter into force on 1 May 2020.
